REAT bass guitar work leads Billy into this
waxing, onc¢ ol his best ever on his great
“Bally” LP. The number 1s a slowish type
ol thing more associated with the type of number
that Billy usually doesn't do on record. A pity,
because he handles this song beautifully. There
1s a girl vocal crew in the background who blend
dehightfully with Billy. | think he should use the
vocal groups behind him on quite a few ol his
numbers, as he seems to swing more.  Stull, on
this number anyway, they are a blessing because
the strings behind Billy have not been ““brought
forward ™ ¢nough to push Billy's own tones higher.
Billy sings very mournfully about the girl that he
has “‘packed up and that "“She Cried” when he
leit her! | don't Know \\ll} Hl“} sounds so sad
Alter all, he 1s lcaving her.  Sull, it’s a swinging
slow ballad and handled with more skill than
many other so-called ballad singers.
Listen to the number a few times and you'll
ind, ke me, that it will become a hrm favourite.

"LET ME KNOWY
ENTION the utle Let Me Know to some
pop fans and they don’t associate the
number with Billy. Come to that, | can’t
say | blame them, because this ultra commercial.
rcal rhythm and blues type number would just
about race up the charts if 1t was released on a
single.  But the number would have to be plugged
hard. Itis so different that when you first listen to
it the full meaning of the number doesn’t hit you
at hirst.  Actually, Billy rather growls his way
through this, and Ray Charles couldn’t have
handled the number any better. The words are
good, and I'd hke to see Billy handle some more
matcrial by these composers. In fact, | don't
know why Billy hasn’t realised himsell how much
“burning drive” there 1s on the number. Certainly

the record company couldn't have.

Again basswork and drums are the prominent
instruments on this track, as on many of Billy's
songs. The words would give pleasure to many
ol “ill_\‘\ female fans. He \ing\ he would hike to
“settle down!  Any oflers? | guess the rhythm
tcam who did the backing on this should be
congratulated, but 1t's Billy who gives a rhythmic
standout, and rcal beat trcatment to this blues-
styled number. This too, 1s available on the LP
ttled “Billy.” Congratulations Billy for a track
that should have been on a single!
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Hi again!

Another month secems to have flown by, and Billy 1s, like everyone

else, wondering where it all went to.  He has so many TV and radio
dates and one-nighters to fulfil that it’s becoming hard for him to
remember anything unless he walks around with a small diary
permanently stuck in his pocket. One appointment he always
remembers, especially in the last few weeks 1s that ol the recording
studio. He has been busily cutting records, and | managed to get
a sneak listen to a few tracks. Believe me, you're really in lor
something good.  The songs range from rhythm and blucs (incident-
ally, Billy’'s new r & b EP 1s selling a bomb) to pop.

Some are really swinging numbers that have your feet tapping
from the word go! | know Billy has started to work very hard on
new styles lately, not on the MLI\L\ beat kick tho'.  Also of course,
he's taken over his own pop group, The Trends and now acts as
co-manager of the boys with Larry Parnes, Billy's own personal
manager.

A small note for Fury fans all over the country. Please, if you've
got friends who arc Fury fans, tell them about “Fury Monthly.”
It’s no good expecting them to have seen the advertisements all the
time.  As Billy is the only solo singer in the country to have a book
specially printed about him every month, it’s a big honour to Billy,
and he loves seeing fans carrying the “Fury Monthly.™

As | say, all Fury Fan Clubs 1l you could please co-operate, and
all fans, get together and make sure that your local newspaper shop
stocks the “Fury Monthly.” Many fans ol Billy's don't order the
book, but just hope to see 1t on the counters.  Now that we're on
firm sale (which means the shopkeeper won't stock “"Fury Monthly™
unless you order it) many fans don’t sce the publication, and don’t
know what to do. So they forget it-—and that means to Billy that
he's lost another Fan. Because, as he told me, he treats “Fury
Monthly™ rather like a large Fan Club of his own, and the more the
sales go up, the happier Billy 1s, and we all want to make sure that
Billy 1s happy.

Now a last bit of information. Roz Fleetwood, who runs onc of
the largest Fan Clubs ever for Billy, has had over 2,000 letters
asking for Billy’s fab single, My Christmas Prayer 10 be released.
But she wants to get a petition of 50,000 to send to Decca records
to get the disc back on wax now that it’s unobtamnable. I any of
you would care to send your name and address and all your support
then there 1s a very good chance of this single being released.

OU sce him on TV. You probably saw him
Y singing his latest hit, Do You Really Love
Me Too on TV when 1t was first released.
How very casual and unworried he looked. No
ncrvousness.  But 1if you have been watching the
rcal Billy Fury over the last few months, you
wouldn’t be so happy. | have, and I'm not so happy
cither. For Billy has gone back to what he was hike
four years ago alraid. Afraid and scared that
yet another new trend in records, the Mersey beal
this time, will see him out of popularity, out of the
charts, and just another singer.

I've scen him watching the musical papers to
sec ' Do You Really Love Me Too had moved any
higher. After a second his usually brilhant smile
would change to deep worried lines. Let's be
honest, Billy i1s going to be on the scene for a long,
long time. But, without the support of his fans at
the right time, he could fall out of getting the best
illms, the best TV spots, and the best songs to
choose from. In short-——what happened to
Somebody Else’s Girl and Do You Really Love
Me Too?

Decca always make sure that Billy gets enough
plugs on Luxembourg, but | feel that they are at
fault when it comes to giving him enough newspaper
advertising. Plus the fact that Billy has a release
almost in the shops before anyone knows about it.
But the major fault hies with the fans. The musical
papers use a chart system that works hike this.
They send out at the beginning of the week some
two or three hundred forms with | to 30 marked
on them. The record shops who receive the forms
il in the No. | slot with the records they have sold
most ol on the last four or five days.

This goes on until they get down to the last slot,
No. 30, and that slot may be hlled in with a record
that has only sold two or three copies. But what's
happening to Billy's chart placings? I'll tell you.
The fans are seeing that the record 1s released on
a Friday, and buying the record anything up to
three weeks later!  Because (a) they know the
record will be in the shops when they want it, and
(b) they can hear it in advance on Luxembourg.

But meanwhile Billy’s records are moving slower
in the charts, and consequently people who have
more ardent lans, hke Chil and The Beatles, are
pushing their platters to the top. Up until
Somebody Else’s Girl Billy had pushed the last four
discs into the Top Five. Now? They're in the Top
Fifteen. “Fury Monthly™ can’t always give you
the date of release because the disc may be released
(and 1t usually 1s) in between two editions, making
It too carly for one, and too late for the next one.

Nobody's asking all of you ardent Fury fans to
do anything more than be ready for the next Fury
single and give it a boost in the charts. The Chff

and even the Elvis fans. Certainly the
Beatle fans do it as well. But the Fury fans? | shan't
comment any more but tell you w hat Billy said as
he noticed his record was still in the same pmntmn
after two weeks.
